The elegant 

Italian marble floors and classical teak and 

mahogany columns of the museum’s rotunda 

provide a spectacular setting for a private rental 

event. Extend the celebration outdoors by adding 

a tent to the museum’s front patio overlooking 

Frick Park. The intimate 161-seat auditorium, 

adjacent to the rotunda, offers wonderful 

opportunities for presentations and  performances. Dancing, open flame, ice sculptures, flower petals, sparkles, 

confetti, mylar balloons, sequins, or similar types of substances are not permitted inside the art museum. Please also 

note the following permitted beverages for any rental event held inside The Frick Art Museum. All other beverages  

are strictly prohibited because of the damage that they may cause to Frick property and collection pieces.     
  

Permitted Beverages Inside The Frick Art Museum: 
 

Sparkling white wines, including champagne 
Dry white wines 

Colorless mineral water (flat or sparkling) 
Soft drink—either Sprite or 7-UP 

Beer—one of the following: Iron City, IC Light, Bud Light, Yuengling, or Yuengling Light 
Juice—either white grape juice or white cranberry juice
