PITTSBURGH, PA, July 5, 2018—In response to the tremendous success of Van Gogh, Monet, Degas:
The Mellon Collection of French Art from the Virginia Museum of Fine Arts, The Frick Pittsburgh
announces that the exhibition will remain on view through Sunday, July 15, 2018. In addition, due to
popular demand, the Frick has extended hours of operation during the show’s final week. The Frick Art

Museum will remain open until 9:00 p.m. from Tuesday, July 10 through Sunday, July 15.

Frick Executive Director Robin Nicholson says, “Van Gogh, Monet, Degas is on track to set an all-time
exhibition attendance record at the Frick, and audience response has been remarkable. We are thrilled

to be able to provide the public an extra week to discover or rediscover works by some of the most
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famous and beloved artists of all time—including Impressionist paintings by Vincent van Gogh and

Claude Monet and Edgar Degas’ iconic Little Dancer sculpture.”

Featuring more than 70 masterpieces collected by Pittsburgh-born collector and philanthropist,

Paul Mellon (1907-1999), Van Gogh, Monet, Degas premiered at The Frick Art Museum on March 17,
2018. It is the first of a pair of traveling exhibitions drawn from the Mellon collection at the Virginia
Museum of Fine Arts in Richmond, Virginia, to be presented at The Frick Pittsburgh. Next summer,
from June 19-September 8, 2019, A Sporting Vision: The Mellon Collection of British Sporting Art from

the Virginia Museum of Fine Arts will be on view at The Frick Art Museum.

Immediately following Van Gogh, Monet, Degas, the Frick will present the third in its series of fashion-
focused exhibitions in the fall. Isabelle de Borchgrave: Fashioning Art from Paper, will open at The Frick

Art Museum on October 13, 2018 and remain on view through January 6, 2019.
